After Rue was 
killed by another contestant and died in 
Katniss’s arms it made a huge dramatic 
change in the movie considering she was just 
like a little sister to katniss.

Dialogue: On the 2015 NBC television 
comedy show Mr. Robinson, Amandla starred 
as a student named Halle Foster in one of the 
classes Mr. Robinson taught.  In 2016 
Amandla was casted as a girl named Sarah in 
the dramatic Film “As You Are”. As You Are is 
set in the early 1990’s. In an interview with 
Amandla she said “It’s about three people 
growing up in the 90s… The story is about 
them finding themselves and their friendship. 
They’re kind of a band of outsiders. My 
character Sarah is this adopted black girl in a 
predominantly white suburban neighborhood, 
who befriends these two boys who are kinda 
punk, awkward, and shy. The three of them 
go on adventures, and they all fall in love in 
their own respect and manner.” The film then 
won the award U.S. Dramatic Special Jury, at 
the Sundance Film Festival in 2015.

When her video went viral 
many ppl were mad and angry, calling her a racist 
towards white people as well as close minded 
and uneducated. And other people said it was 
great as well as amazing and educating because 
it made a lot of sense. This video involved 
Amandla explaining cultural 
appropriation/appreciation and what the affects of 
it are against black people and especially black 
women as well as how many celebrities influence 
it. At the end of the video amandla asked an 
important question which was “What would 
america be like if we loved black people as much 
as we loved black culture?”

Wallpaper” and she directed, wrote, and 
produced it, with a little help when she was 
just 15 in 2014. The film depicts the 
experiences of a woman suffering from a 
mental illness who moves into an old house 
to clear her mind. I really like how at the end 
of her films it’s sort of up to the viewers to 
decide what happens like her new film Blue 
Girls Burn Fast.  
 
Blue Girls Burn Fast is a 19-minute short film, 
which she wrote, produced, directed and 
edited this year. It follows a foster teen 
named Andy as she navigates school and 
family. Her films really do show and talk about 
awareness and empowerment but they are 
also about finding and figuring out who you 
really are or you’re supposed to be.

Dialogue: Ms. Stenberg then started 
developing into the world of comics.She co-
wrote a new series, called “Niobe: She Is Life” 
about a hybrid elf-human warrior. The first 
issue was released on November 4th, 2015. 
Amandla has said she was “a huge fan of 
fantasy and when she was younger, all she 
did was read fantasy books. She wanted to 
create something like that except She wanted 
a black female character as the lead. I think 
fantasy captures this theme that I’m obsessed 
with, which is just this dark magic.” This is 
super empowering and works a lot towards 
equality. Usually you won’t see a lot of comic 
books with a lot of female leads, characters or 
writers and illustrators and you rarely see 
them being black so I think Amandla is doing 
something really great and could be inspiring 
younger black women as they get older.

With Hollywoodlife.com, “I wanted to get 
involved in the project because I’m someone 
who’s kind of stepping into adulthood for the 
first time. So to read a script, a coming of age 
story that I really connected to and felt 
deeply, was really exhilarating and important 
to me.”
